Classification provides a good structure for competition between athletes with disabilities and minimises the effect of disability on the outcome of competition. This type of approach has traditionally been applied to sport in general, i.e. weight categories minimise the effect that a Person’s body weight has on the outcome of competition.





The Classification assessment is carried out by qualified Classifiers who have either a medical or sports technical background, and experience with disabled sport. The classification procedure may vary from one sport to another.


 Provisional Classification this process allows for a provisional classification to be given when it is not possible for an athlete to attend a classification panel, or if it is some time until the next panel is scheduled. It is especially helpful for athletes in regional or remote areas.


The process involves a detailed form to be filled out by the athlete's doctor, physiotherapist or


OT and a video taken of the athlete demonstrating certain movements


(Depending on the type of disability) as well as showing the athlete involved in their chosen


Sport.


The form and video are then sent to one of our accredited classifiers for assessment. Once it is


Returned, the athlete is sent a confirmation letter detailing their provisional classification, and a copy of all classification forms.

What is classification?

Vision Impairment


Classification for an athlete with vision impairment is carried out by the athlete's ophthalmologist or optometrist on an official classification card. An athlete requiring classification needs to make an appointment with their specialist, and advise the Member Services Officer of the time, date and specialist's name before the before the appointment, so that the official documentation can be sent directly to the specialist.


Once completed, the specialist returns the forms directly to the Association. A confirmation letter detailing their classification and a copy of all classification forms will be sent to the athlete.


All Vision Impaired classifications done this way are automatically National level classifications,


And are valid for three years. The only athletes not required to be re-examined every three years are athletes who do not have eyes.

The Association facilitates opportunities for the inclusion of people with a disability within the community, while continuing to provide opportunities within its own program structure. The Association caters for people with a physical disability or vision impairment, of all ages and at all levels: in rehabilitation, at a social level and at the highest representative levels.
